Grade K-3: no more than 150 words;
Grade 4-6: no more than 300 words;
Grade 7-9: no more than 500 words;
Grade 10-12: no more than 800 words.

to be the judges for this contest.
4. Award

The organizer will be awarding First prize, Second prize, Third prize, Special Award and
Organizational Coaching Award. Every contestant will receive a certificate. Winners will
be awarded both certificate and prize.

5. Timeline

The competition is open from now until July 10, 2025. All entries should be submitted

to our designated web site before the deadline. The winners of the contest will be
announced online on July 31, 2025. Award ceremony will be held later with further

notice.
